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The United Nations

Turkmenistan joined the United Nations in 1992 as
new sovereign and independent state. Since then, the
United Nations has been supporting Turkmenistan to
achieve its national priorities.

The United Nations country team (UNCT) in
Turkmenistan consists of the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP), United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA), United Nations
Children’s Fund (UNICEF), World Health Organi-
zation (WHO), United Nations Office for Drugs and
Crime (UNODC), UN Women, International Organi-
zation for Migration (IOM), and United Nations Re-
gional Center for Preventive Diplomacy for Central
Asia (UNRCCA), and sister agency the World Bank
(WB).

The Resident Coordinator coordinates the work of the
United Nations Country Team (UNCT) and ensures
that agencies support national development priorities.

This work is undertaken in a manner that recognizes
the distinctive mandates of each of the UN agencies.

To ensure coordination in their support of
government, the UNCT and the government,
developed a joint 5-year Turkmenistan-UN Partner-
ship Framework for Development (2016-2020).

The PFD has eight outcomes aligned with the
priorities defined in the National Programme for
Socio-Economic Development for the period 2011-
2030 and in the 2030 Sustaiable Development Goals
(SDGs) agenda. The eight (8) outcomes are grouped
into five (5) strategic areas, as follows:

« Quality data and progress monitoring

* Quality, inclusive social services

» Environmental sustainability and energy efficiency
+ Employment, economic diversification, and trade
* Governance and the rule of law.

UNDP
partners with people at all levels of society to help
build nations that can withstand crisis, and drive and
sustain the kind of growth that improves the quality
of life for everyone.

On the ground in nearly 170 countries and territories,
UNDP works in Turkmenistan since 1995 based on
the Standard Agreement signed between with the
Government of Turkmenistan on 5 October 1993.
Withinthe PFD andinlinewiththerelevantSustainable
Development Goals adopted for Turkmenistan,
UNDP and the Government of Turkmenistan are
implementing a programme for 2016-2020 focused
on i) empowering the government and the local
communities to be more resilient to climate change,
ii) sustainably manage their natural resources, and
introduce energy efficiency and renewables; iii)
promoting human rights, rule of law and access to
quality services for the vulnerable groups including
persons with disabilities and tuberculosis patients; iv)
supporting the Governmentin strengthening quality of
statistics for more evidence-based strategic planning,
including integrating Sustainable Development
Goals into national policies and sector plans; v)
supporting the national economic diversification
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efforts, promoting employment, and boosting
innovative financing for sustainable development in
Turkmenistan. The minimum indicative budget of this
programme is $37.5 million, primarily to be financed
by the Global Environment Facility, The Global Fund,
the Government of Turkmenistan, and UNDP’s core
resources.

As a result of UNDP work up in the climate change,
energy and environment area, the Government
of Turkmenistan adopted a National Strategy on
Climate Change, drafted a National Economic
Program of Action on Climate Change Adaptation
and Mitigation, approved a new water law, and
ratified the Paris Agreement. These constitute a
solid basis for advancing sustainable development
in Turkmenistan, promoting green economy and low
emission development, better management of water
and land resources and greater preparedness for
natural disasters.

UNFPA

UNFPA is the lead United Nations agency for
delivering a world where every pregnancy is wanted,
every childbirth is safe and every young person’s
potential is fulfilled.

UNFPA expands the possibilities for women and
young people to lead healthy and productive lives.
UNFPA provides technical assistance to the
countries to ensure that the reproductive health and
rights of women and youth are in the heart of the
development.

UNFPA began its support to Turkmenistan in 1992
from training of the medical personnel, delivery of
medical equipment and supply of contraceptives.
Today, UNFPA implements the fourth Country
Programme Action Plan for the period of 2016-2020.
The new Country Programme is co-financed by the
Government of Turkmenistan.

The fourth Country Programme will shift to
advocacy and upstream policy support and
strengthening institutional capacities. It will
involve upstream policy engagement aimed at
developing evidence-based programmes related
to reproductive health, gender, youth, and data
for development.
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More specifically, the new Country Programme for the
period of 2016-2020 will build on the achievements
of the previous programmes and will focus on:

Reproductive health and rights

Increasing the availability and use of integrated sexual
and reproductive health services (including family
planning, maternal health, cervical cancer and STI/
HIV) that are gender-responsive and meet human
rights standards for quality of care and equity in access.

Young people’s sexual and reproductive health
and sexuality education

Increasing priority on adolescents, especially on very
young adolescent girls, in national development policies
and programmes, particularly increasing availability of
comprehensive reproductive health education.

Gender equality

Advancing gender equality, women’s and girls’
empowerment, and reproductive rights, including
for the most vulnerable and marginalized women,
adolescents and youth.

Population and Development
Strengthening national policies and international
development agendas through integration of
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evidence-based analysis on population dynamics
and their links to sustainable development,
reproductive health and reproductive rights, HIV and
gender equality.

KEY ACHIEVEMENTS

During the previous cycle of strategic cooperation,
the UNFPA-supported programmes in Turkmenistan
produced sustainable and sound results at policy level:

« UNFPA advocacy and technical expertise
contributed to strengthened health system in the
country to effectively deliver mother/newborn and
family planning services. UNFPA supported the
Government of Turkmenistan in development of
three National Strategies, two National Programmes
and three National Action Plans on reproductive
health, cervical cancer, response to HIV and
adolescents’ health, as well as 49 clinical protocols
on maternal and newborn health services.

« Turkmenistan conducted Health Behavior in
School-aged Children survey, first in Central
Asian region, the results of which served as
the basis for the National Strategy on Mothers,
Children and Adolescents health.

« The number of complicated deliveries reduced
by 42% and the number of emergency obstetric
care service delivery points increased 2.7 times

since 2009.

UNFPA advocacy has contributed to the signing
of the Memorandum of Understanding on
procurement of contraceptives on state budget.

UNFPA facilitated development of the CEDAW
recommended National Action Plan on Gender
Equality in Turkmenistan for 2016-2020, which
addresses reproductive health and reproductive
rights, and envisages conducting the first-ever
domestic violence survey.

Strategic partnership was established with
the Parliament on youth policy and gender
mainstreaming. UNFPA contributed to adoption
of the Law on Youth Policy and State Programme
on implementation of the Youth Policy.

Launch of youth peer education centers
significantly increased access of adolescents
and youth to reliable knowledge on reproductive
health and reproductive rights.

UNICEF - United Nations Children’s Fund was
founded by the United Nations in 1946 to provide
food, clothing and medical care for children in
Europe after the Second World War. Since 1953
this activity has spread to other parts of the
world. UNICEF received the Nobel Peace Prize
for its global cause. Today, UNICEF works in
more than 190 countries and territories, helping
to advance the principles of the Convention on
the Rights of the Child (CRC), aimed at survival,
development, protection and participation of
children.

UNICEF has been collaborating with the
Government of Turkmenistan since 1992 in
the area of survival and well-being of young
children, high quality and inclusive education and
training, social equity, monitoring of children’s
rights and partnership in the implementation
of child rights. All programmes are built taking
into account the full development of the child.

UNICEF assists the government in harmonizing
its legislation with international standards
on child rights. The country is a party to the
CRC and its first two Optional Protocols,
the Convention on the Elimination of All
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Forms of Discrimination against Women and
the Convention on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol.
UNICEF also provides technical assistance
in developing national policies and allocating
resources for the wellbeing of children.
UNICEF increases the capacity of partners
through experience exchange and training,
as well as introduces pilot initiatives in the
country together with government partners.

Among the significant achievements of the joint
UNICEF and the Government of Turkmenistan
partnership are the adoption of the National
Early Childhood Development Programme,
National Strategy and Action Plan for maternal,
newborn, child and adolescent health, National
Concept on Development Paediatrics, and large-
scale vaccination of children. With UNICEF’s
assistance Turkmenistan achieved important
results in strengthening the legal framework on
child protection and developed the National Plan
of Action for Children, which will be adopted soon.

Under the current Country Programme of
Cooperation for 2016-2020, UNICEF supports
the Government of Turkmenistan in accelerating
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the universal realization of children’s rights
by bringing its legal framework, policy and
practice in relation to children in accordance
with international standards and best practices.
In accordance with the principles of the
Convention on the Rights of the Child and
Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities, rights of young children and children
with disabilities to survival, development,
protection and participation would be central.

A new area of cooperation is the improvement
and introduction of new social services aimed
at supporting and involving vulnerable children
and families in light with the recommendations
of the UN treaty bodies. The efforts will be
aimed at strengthening the mechanisms
of responsibility and accountability, raising
awareness on children’s rights and improvement
of data collection and analysis that will lead to
the improvement of the national planning and
budgeting for children. While the government
continuestoincreaseitsinvestmentsin children’s
programmes, the joint Programme of Cooperation
will promote implementation of priorities in
the field of protection of children’s rights.

UNITED NATIONS OFFICE ON DRUGS AND
CRIME (UNODC). PROGRAMME OFFICE IN
TURKMENISTAN

UNODC'’s presence in Turkmenistan began in 1997
with the establishment of the Programme Office for
Turkmenistan. The technical assistance to Turkmen-
istan covers several areas such as drugs, health,
trafficking, transnational organized crime, justice and
policy support. The recent emerging trends in UNO-
DC have seen a shift towards activities within the
crime mandates of the organization as well as towards
an increasingly regional programming structure.

Within the framework of a number of political initiatives
concerning Afghanistan and its neighboring coun-
tries, UNODC is seeking to build synergy between its
drugs and crime mandates. Consequently, the UN-
ODC Programme for Central Asia (2015-2019) was
signed during the Ministerial segment of the Ninth
review meeting of the parties to the Memorandum of
Understanding on Sub-Regional Drug Control Coop-
eration (MOU) heldin Turkmenistan on 4-5 May, 2015.

The Programme for Central Asia has been written in
conjunction with the Member States, for the Mem-
ber States, with the assistance of the donor com-
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munity, regional actors and other UN agencies via a
deliberate consultation process. It represents what
the Central Asia States see as their challenges and
provides resources in support of what they consider
to be their requirements for technical assistance. It
builds on the previous assistance provided by UN-
ODC within the sub-region and aims to deliver ef-
fect in an integrated and comprehensive manner
rather than a series of standalone projects. The
Programme aims to enhance both national level ca-
pabilities within, and develop increasing sub-region-
al cooperation between the Central Asian States.

UNODC significantly deepened the implementa-
tion of the drugs and HIV prevention, treatment
and rehabilitation agenda — building of the prin-
cipal of advocating for improving access and cov-
erage of most vulnerable populations with evi-
dence based and informed strategies and services,
through evidence based prevention strategies
which target schools, families, and the community.

The UNODC support the drug control body, minis-
tries of health and education, Ministry of the Interi-
or and other relevant institutions of Turkmenistan
to effectively coordinate and implement a com-
prehensive response to the problems associated
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with the illicit use of drugs and its health and so-
cial consequences, including HIV and AIDS, and
to increase the harmonization of drug treatment,
drug use prevention and harm reduction activities.

The legislative platform for UNODC’s crime man-
dates has grown out of the United Nations Con-
vention against Transnational Organized Crime
and its Protocols, as well as the United Nations
Convention against Corruption and the UN legal
instruments against drugs and terrorism. Much ef-
fort has gone into promoting adherence to these in-
struments and in supporting State in bringing their
domestic laws into compliance with them. Since
laws mean little without effective implementation,
UNODC also helps to strengthen criminal justice
institutions through training and equipping nation-
al governments to enforce and adjudicate the law.
All this work is carried out in close cooperation with
the national and international partners and donors.

Much of UNODC’s work is already aligned with
Sustainable Development Goals, reflecting the
centrality of providing people-centred, rights-based
and gender-sensitive solutions in promoting de-
velopment, the rule of law and peace and security.

The United Nations Regional Centre for Preventive
Diplomacy for Central Asia (UNRCCA) is a special
political mission of the United Nations Organization
established in 2007 in Ashgabat, Turkmenistan
upon the initiative of the five Central Asian states.
The role of the Centre is to identify and address
existing and potential threats to regional stability. In
addition, the Centre facilitates partnerships between
the governments of Central Asia in cooperation with
regional and international organizations.

Activities of the Centre

The Centre develops common initiatives to
address regional challenges to peace, security and
development.

UNRCCA seeks to advance regional platforms and
relevant programmatic activities. One such activity is
the annual Meeting of Central Asian Foreign Ministers
or their Deputies. These meetings serve as a tool to
advance regional cooperation, review past activities of
the Centre and explore future endeavors.

UNRCCA promotes dialogue among Central Asian
states on trans-boundary water management in the
region. By doing so, the Centre seeks to help address
environmental and resource management problems
affecting the Aral Sea Basin. UNRCCA interacts with
International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) and
other partners to provide support to the governments in
building capacity in water diplomacy and modernizing
the regional legal framework on the management of
trans-boundary water resources.

To strengthen regional counter-terrorism cooperation
the UNRCCA has been conducting since 2010 a

project to assist Central Asian states in implementing
the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy. A Joint
Plan of Action was adopted in 2011, and within this
project, recent activities include events on the role of
the media, on the role of religious leaders, on the role
that borders play in countering terrorism, as well as on
the threat of radicalization.

In the context of current risks and proliferated threats
to security from Afghanistan, the Centre shares
information and maintains regular contact with the
UN Assistance Mission in Afghanistan (UNAMA) to
monitor cross-border aspects of the situation that may
affect Central Asian countries. The Centre participates
in regional formats, such as the Istanbul Process,
SPECA, Regional Economic Cooperation Conference
on Afghanistan, among others, aimed at stronger
engagement of Afghanistan in political and economic
cooperation with its Central Asian neighbors.

Seminars organized since 2009 within the framework of
the Centre’s Strategic Dialogue Series are yet another
annual activity. The main purpose of the seminars is to
analyze security related developments and to produce
recommendations on possible preventive measures.

UNRCCA maintains a close partnership with the
UN Institute for Training and Research (UNITAR)
in the framework of a preventive diplomacy training
programme delivered jointly in Central Asia.

The Centre mainstreams human rights in all its
preventive efforts and programmatic activities, in
implementing the Human Rights Up Front Initiative
(HRuF).

The Regional Center attaches special importance as
well to gender mainstreaming in implementation of
the UN Security Council resolution 1325 (2000) and
the Women, Peace and Security Agenda. The Centre
interacts with UN Women to ensure active participation
of women in its initiatives.

Foundedin 1944, the World Bank Group is the world’s
largest source of financing for social and economic
development. Currently, the World Bank Group op-
erates in more than 100 countries, providing loans,
credits and grants each year on preferential terms to
promote economic development and improve living
standards in its member countries.

Turkmenistan became a member of the World Bank
Group on September 22, 1992. In 1996, the Bank
opened a liaison office in Ashgabat to coordinate its
operations with the Government of Turkmenistan.
Past activities

The Bank assisted Turkmenistan in implementing re-
forms in areas such as management of public resourc-
es, financial transparency, international accounting
standards, external debt management, public trans-
port, energy, water supply and water quality improve-
ment. A project on strengthening statistical capacity
and a project on Avian influenza control and pandemic
preparedness were implemented.

To interact with the civil society, the World Bank, for
several years, has implemented several rounds of
the Small Grants Program. In response to requests
of the Government, the World Bank has provided
advice and a wide range of analytical support, in
such areas as; management of the National Fund,
accounting and audit, advice on modernization of
Hydro-meteorological service, combating anti-mon-

ey laundering and terrorist financing, transport and
logistics and many others.
Recent Strategy
In July, 2013 the World Bank Group’s Board of Exec-
utive Directors discussed the Interim Strategy Doc-
ument for Turkmenistan. A Strategy paper, prepared
in jointly between the World Bank Group and the
Government of Turkmenistan, served as a platform
for cooperation for the World Bank and the Interna-
tional Finance Corporation (IFC) with Turkmenistan
to support reforms in the country for the period from
July 2013 to June 2015.
Current strategy
On November 3, 2015, the World Bank Board of
Executive Directors discussed the new Country
Engagement Note (CEN) for the period covering
FY2016-17.
The goal of the new strategy is to assist the Gov-
ernment in addressing priority issues related to the
country’s development objectives. Continuing the
approach of the ISN for the period FY2014-15, this
new program supports Turkmenistan’s gradual inte-
gration into the international economy and transition
to a market-based economy. In 2016-17, Turkmeni-
stan and the World Bank will deepen the ongoing co-
operation in macroeconomic statistics and financial
sector development through Reimbursable Advisory
Services Agreement.
