Background information: 

Established in 1951, IOM is the leading intergovernmental organization in the field of migration and works closely with governments and other partners. IOM established its office in Turkmenistan in 1997. Since then, IOM in Turkmenistan has been promoting humane and orderly migration for the benefits of all, providing services and advice to the government as well as to migrants. IOM Turkmenistan focuses on the following functional areas within its mandate: counter-trafficking, migration and health and migration and emergency. IOM contributed to the joint UN-Government response to the pandemic of COVID-19 ensuring that migrants are covered in two plans that are currently being implemented: Preparedness and Response Plan of  Turkmenistan for the Acute Infectious Disease and Socio-Economic Response Plan of Turkmenistan to the Acute Infectious Disease. IOM Turkmenistan has also participated in the Global IOM Covid Response Plan through IOM sub-Regional project supported by SDC (Swedish Development Agency) devoted to mitigation of the COVID-19 pandemic on the migrants in Central Asia and Russia.
This 10-month project (Sept 2020 - Jun 2021) seeks to contribute to the achievement of the objective of mitigating socioeconomic effects of the COVID-19 pandemic on migrants and communities. It is focused on the three main strategic priorities:

· Improve understanding of the migration dynamics and collect evidence and data through IOM Displacement/Mobility Tracking Mechanism.

· Improve protection of vulnerable migrants and ensure their access to basic services.

· Increase financial inclusion and digital remittance transfer by Central Asian migrants to build resilience and enhance the development value of remaining remittance flows.

Under this project IOM is looking for the expert to conduct induction/sensitizing meeting with key national stakeholders and DTM experts introducing DTM system to government stakeholders and presenting how it can be used in preparedness, response and recovery measures.  
Considering that the borders of Turkmenistan remain closed and all commercial travel is currently suspended the seminars will be organized online.
IOM Turkmenistan will be ready to provide additional details on the expected substance of the seminars, expected results and the context to all qualified candidates.
Objectives: National stakeholders will be improve understanding of the Mobility tracking, profile, migratory routes, economic and labour situation, living conditions and main protection needs of the migrants and returnees.
To facilitate targeted and evidence-based approach of the key government stakeholders in developing and implementing preparedness, response and recovery plans in response to the socio-economic impacts of the COVID-19, IOM will closely engage with the key national partners. Project interventions will aim to enhance the understanding of the relevant project partners and beneficiaries on the profiles and needs of the returning and stranded migrants. This will be achieved, inter alia, through analysis of the collected data, awareness-raising events, active information sharing and exchange, establishing productive dialogue between IOM and the governments.
