productive lives.

Person in a refugee-like situation — a term
sometimes used for statistical purposes to refer to
persons who are not admitted to a host country as
asylum-seekers, but have nonetheless fled
persecution, disturbances to public order, war,
violence, etc. in their country of origin or habitual
residence.

Refoulement — the removal of a person to a territory
where they would be at risk of being persecuted, or of
being moved to another territory where they would
face persecution.

Non-refoulement is a core principle of international
human rights and refugee law.

Refugee Status Determination (RSD) procedure —
the legal or administrative process by which
governments or UNHCR determine whether a person
seeking international protection is considered a
refugee in under international, regional, or national
law.
